Application Questions

2. If you are a Christian, write out two great things you are anticipating about being a part of Godʼs coming 
kingdom. 

 Write out a prayer of thanksgiving that you have been secured a place there. 

3. Think about your sin and what it deserves.  Write out a prayer that thanks God for his mercy toward you. 

4. Having experienced people who are unfaithful and fickle, what does it mean to you that 
God has extended his permanent love and unfailing forgiveness through the merit of 
his Son? 

5. Read Psalm 69:30-31.  What will you do to remind yourself to “please God” in this way 
everyday by giving thanks to him?
